FROM THE 
DESK OF...

Saddington

I am writing this article on Tuesday, 8th March, some three weeks 
away from the April issue of the Valley and Valence dropping through 
your letterbox.  Three weeks – how might things have changed by 
then?  Will the dreadful situation in Ukraine be resolved and peaceful 
or will we see yet more upsetting pictures of refugees �eeing from 
their homes to �nd safety? 

How do you manage your anxiety around world events such as wars 
and pandemics?  Do you avoid watching too much television news or 
do you have other ways of keeping your anxiety at a manageable level? 

Many things may prey on our minds, troubling us by day and 
disturbing our sleep at night.  So does God have an answer?  Yes…
and no.  He is not some celestial bodyguard, protecting us from danger 
and misfortune. Jesus asked his followers this:  “Can any of you by 
worrying add a single hour to your span of life?”  He doesn’t tell us not 
to worry because there’s nothing to worry about, but because our hope 
lies in the love of God.  God doesn’t promise immunity from the things 
that go wrong in life but whatever life may bring, he’s in it with us, able 
to strengthen, comfort, bless, enrich – bringing joy even in sorrow, 
hope in despair and light in darkness.  

Hope is such a small word that has big expectations.  No matter 
what is going on for us in our lives and in the world, hope can make 
a difference.  Hope may be all we have to cling on to when times are 
hard.  Hope is faith that things will get better in the future – tomorrow, 
next week, next year – that what af�icts us now is not permanent.  

On the �rst Easter day the disciples of Jesus moved from despair 
to hope.  They had lost a friend, a teacher, a special man who could 
perform miracles, a man who stood up for those marginalised by 
society, who was an advocate for those whom society rejected.  But on 
that �rst Easter Day their despair in losing him turned into joy when 
they met him again as the risen Lord.  What they thought was the end 
was just the beginning – a new hope offered for all people.

As we celebrate Easter with all its symbols of newness and hope let 
us not forget that the reality of the Easter message is that, because 
he died for us, in Christ we too can be made new - and not just at 
Eastertime but at anytime. 

The Churches of the Winterbournes and Compton Valence wish you a 
blessed Easter and we look forward to welcoming you to our Easter 
Services.
