OUTCOME OF THE V&V MAGAZINE

The appeal closed at the end of December and the result has been hugely encouraging. The magni cent
total of £2,530 was donated which has met the de cit of 2021 and left a surplus of £450 to help with

the costs of this year. Nearly £1,800 came from private individuals. The Parish Council of Winterborne
St Martin made a grant of £162 and will pay for a full page in each of 8 issues this year. The Parochial
Church Council of Compton Valence gave £200 and plans to do so every year. The Parochial Church
Council of The Winterbournes already gives £500 annually towards the costs of V&V.

In addition to your donations, many people have made helpful suggestions about how production costs
might be reduced. These have all been investigated by the editor and he has managed to nd a printing
service whose current charges not only include full colour throughout BUT are also £180 per issue less
than the next closest quote, which bodes well for 2022.

Many thanks for all your generous responses to this appeal which has helped to ensure that last year
V&YV broke even and this year will continue to be delivered free to every household in the four villages.
