As | write this article on Easter Monday, the events of Holy week are still fresh

in my mind, in particular the Maundy Thursday Eucharist at St Peter's which
included the symbolic act of foot washing. It has been a busy nine months since

the foot washing resonated so strongly this Easter is because it was at my
ordination that Stephen, the Bishop of Salisbury, modelled Jesus’ humble act of
devotion for his disciples given at that last supper with them, by kneeling before
us and washing our feet. It served as a reminder that all priests, from curates

to the Archbishop of Canterbury all start their journey in ordained ministry as

Clergy are called to a life of loving service as clearly demonstrated by Jesus

t the Last Supper. Jesus modelled many leadership styles throughout his

inistry, but it was in his last hours of freedom, before his arrest and death,

that he modelled the style we nd most recognisable and poignant, that of the
humble, servant leader. As he removed his outer clothing, tied a towel around
his waist and knelt before his disciples to wash their feet, Jesus humbled
himself, the Master and teacher becoming the servant who tenderly and
lovingly performs this most menial of tasks. And not only did Jesus serve his
disciples in this way but he instructed them to do the same for each other.

Jesus washes the feet of the disciples not in spite of, but because he
understands who he is and his role in reuniting us with God. Jesus is modelling
the leadership style that God desires from those he is in relationship with. It

is a leadership that is about being willing to humble oneself in the presence

of those you lead. It is about being called to a life of love, a love that is about
commitment, a love that naturally over ows into service.

At 4pm on Saturday, 1st July my ministry journey continues. | will be ordained
priest at a service in Salisbury Cathedral and on the following day will celebrate
my rst Eucharist at a Bene ce Service in St George’s, Fordington at 10.30,
followed by lunch in the hall. | sincerely hope that as many of you as possible
will attend one, or preferably both, of these joyous occasions. | remain in the
Bene ce for at least the next two years and hope to learn more about the nine
unique communities and get to know the people who live within them so | can
humbly serve you the way that Jesus both modelled and instructed.

Entrance to the Orchard is via the Church in Abbas.
‘ In case of bad weather, cakes and celebratory drinks will be on offer in the Church.
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The AGM for the club took place at the Village Hall on the 20th March. With business taken
care of including the updated constitution and the accounts signed off, we had a recap of the
year's events: the talks, demonstrations, gardening discounts, Fish & Chips and quiz and the
Christmas celebrations and then took a look forward to the programme ahead.

Tom and Chloe Marsh then gave us a really fascinating presentation about the development
of Eweleaze Farm. We learned how each cow in the Eweleaze herd has its own breeding plan,
which re ects the optimum characteristics for the next generation’s wellbeing, robustness and
longevity. From this, and with careful husbandry, long- term, sustainable milk yield will follow.
We also heard about the biodiversity that exists below the canopy of the brassicas they grow in
the winter, where the worms thrive so the birds do too!

It was absolutely clear that sustainability is at the core of Tom and Chloe’s thinking. They
produce and provide local food for local people, with their food miles for the vending machine
milk being literally less than one mile and around seven and a half tons of plastic being saved
through reusable bottles. The product that travels the furthest is a cheese from Bridport! No
wonder, then, that they won the Love Local Food Award.

Because our technology wasn't able to be connected, the whole talk was given without
Powerpoint visuals, which the audience actually soon became glad of as the couple spoke
freely, with great fun and great conviction.

Then on Monday 3rd April Poundbury Garden Centre’s manager John Nash introduced us to a
whole range of the plants most loved by his team-mates and some products to help grow them

before we were let loose in the Centre to make use of the 25% discount club members enjoy. Some of
us had multiples of our membership fees repaid by this (as my aching back can attest to...).

Martinstown Ponds for Wildlife

It's a sad fact that much of our UK wildlife is
struggling due to habitat fragmentation or loss,
coupled with the impacts of climate change. So
what can we do? Many of our most trusted and

knowledgeable wildlife and gardening organisa-
tions tell us that creating a wildlife pond can be of
immense value to our pollinators, invertebrates,
amphibians, birds, hedgehogs and bats. To say
nothing of the enjoyment we derive from seeing
our efforts rewarded by the arrival of new pond
inhabitants and visitors who come daily to drink
or bathe.

So if a small wildlife pond can serve to support
and sustain so much of our wildlife, how can we
go about providing more of them throughout the
parish?

Here is our idea..!

If you like the idea of having a small pond in your
garden, but could use a hand to get the job done,
please let us know as we are putting together

a team of pond-diggers! Our aim will be to dig a
small wildlife pond for you up to a maximum 2m
long by 1.5m wide in every garden that wants one.

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Notification of Road Closure 14th May 2023

We wish to update the village on the upcoming charity half marathon that will be passing through Martinstown.
Please see below for the detailed description of road closures and timings. It is important to note the objective of the
closures is to reduce the through traf ¢ in the village and not prevent villager's movements.

During the closures we do ask you to avoid travelling if you can, if you can't, please take care as they may be runners
on the road. Runners will be made aware of local traf c and will be asked to remain on the left side of the road. Each
closure will have a volunteer to assist you in either exiting or entering the village via the closures.

Blue is the runners route. Red Road Closure points. See Map

Race start & finish details

The race is due to start at Dorchester Rugby Club at 10am. The runners will run through Martinstown towards the
start of the race and so will not be as spread out as expected at the end. The rst runners are expected to run through
Martinstown around 10.15 with the sweepers by approx 11am.

The runners will end at Dorchester Rugby Club from between midday and 2pm. The return from Hardy’s Monument
does not go through Martinstown village but will cross the B3159 by Higher Ashton Farm and go by the cricket club
(there is no match scheduled) towards Maiden Castle.

First road closure to affect Martinstown at Bats Lane junction 09:30-11:30

We are expecting the closure, at this point, to hopefully only be for a maximum of 45 minutes. However, the Traf ¢
Order will be in place for 2 hours to allow for any delay at the start. Bats Lane and Mallards Green, north of the
closure, will remain open to allow vehicles to turn back.

Second Closure at B3159 Weymouth Road junction heading east 09:30-13:30
This closure is signi cant, and will cause the largest disruption to the public wishing to use the B3159 towards Wey-
mouth. This is due to runners crossing the road B3159 again on the return to Dorchester at Higher Ashton Farm.

Third Closure at Village green by the village shop 09:30-11:30

Road closed to the east of the shop. Runners will be heading south up the footpath opposite the village green. We
anticipate this closure to be for 45 minutes as per the Bats Lane/Mallard Green closure.
